I am pleased to present to you my winter update detailing a few of the initiatives our Conservative Government has 

undertaken to help families and businesses in Newmarket and Aurora.  The last year saw unprecedented action by 

our Conservative Government in response to the global recession. Our Economic Action Plan combined 

new support for workers, families and businesses with real action to help stimulate our economy. We 

have begun to see the results.

Update on Haiti 
All Canadians are deeply concerned about the impact of the recent 
earthquake in Haiti. Canada was one of the first countries on the ground 
after the earthquake to help. Here is a brief update on what has been done:  

  
Canadian Forces assets have been deployed such as the Disaster 

Assistance Response Team (DART), a Naval Task Force (made up of a 
destroyer and a frigate, and a CH-124 Sea King helicopter), Six CH-146 
Griffon helicopters, a CC-177 Globemaster and CC-130 Hercules airlift 
support, and a Field Hospital.  There are approximately 1400 Canadian 
Forces troops currently working in Haiti to oversee deployment. 
 

Supplies and cargo sent to Haiti now stand at over 1.1 million kilograms 
(this includes medical supplies, logistical supplies, vehicles, communication 
equipment, water and basic food rations) 
 

Canadian consular officials are working around the clock on the ground 
in Haiti and in Ottawa to assist families to locate and return their loved ones 
who have been hit by the earthquake. 
 

The latest consular statistics are updated twice daily on the Earthquake 
in Haiti section of the Foreign Affairs and International Trade Canada 
website www.international.gc.ca . 
 

The Government of Canada has announced the Haiti Relief Fund.  The 
Fund will match, dollar for dollar, the generosity of individual Canadians 
donating to recognized charitable organizations that are working to help 
Haitians affected by the disaster.       
  

On January 25th Canada hosted a meeting of foreign ministers and key 
multilateral players to begin laying the groundwork for the reconstruction of 
Haiti.
