Clean water is a precious and vital natural resource. Our government has 

recently taken important action to protect Canadaõs freshwater supply. Under 

our proposed Transboundary Waters Protection Act, we are prohibiting the 

export of bulk freshwater from Canadaõs watersheds. 

 

This means that Canadaõs rivers and streams running across shared borders 

will now receive the same protection from bulk water removal as larger bodies 

of water like the Great Lakes. 

 

The Act would also put into place new federal enforcement and inspection 

powers to ensure corporations are following the rules of the Act. Corporations 

found to be in violation of the rules would face tough new penalties, including 

multi -million dollar fines.
